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Replacement of Marker Posts – Six Acres 
The Estates Committee is responsible for the grounds maintenance of greens and open 

spaces, including Six Acres. 

As part of his regular inspections Cllr Merritt has identified that the six white wooden posts 

to the south of the Tennis courts have deteriorated to the point where they need to be 

replaced (they have been re-painted in the past, but are now rotten). 

The clerk has identified a number of options (attached as Appendix A) and summarised 

below:

There may be a slight risk that posts could be removed, but they would provide better 

visibility throughout all lighting and therefore reduce risk of trip hazard to individuals with 

limited vision or accessibility issues. 

There are two relevant powers for the parish council: 
• Parish councils Act 1957, s.3; Highways Act 1980, s.301 - Power to light roads and public

places in the council’s area.

• Public Health Act 1875, s.164 - Power to provide and manage recreation grounds, public
walks, pleasure grounds and open spaces.

The approved budget makes provision for revenue spending of up to £500 for Six Acres in 

the current financial year (2023/24)
